Testing Requirements- All tests must be administered in a group setting. Parent administered tests are not acceptable. Only need one of these:

- 90% on the composite/complete battery on the CAT, IOWA or Stanford nationally normed standardized achievement tests

NOTE: Stanford is accepted since it must be given to 3 or more families at the same time. IOWA or CAT will be accepted if administered in a group setting. We will no longer accept IOWA scores when the test is administered by the parent. Sponsors may have to call the testing center to confirm that the IOWA was administered in a group setting and not by the parent, or otherwise verify the group testing requirement. Pre-ACT or Plan is not accepted due to the scoring differences of the Plan and the ACT.

- SAT score of 1800

- PSAT score of 180

- ACT score of 26

- MHEA Membership (We need your membership number for verification.)

- Two letters of recommendation from Leaders/Teachers other than parents (Youth directors, Employers, Club leaders, Music Teachers, etc.)

To maintain membership, you will be required to participate in monthly Honor Society meetings and two group service projects per year. You must maintain a 3.5 GPA. You will also be required to perform three additional hours of individual community service each semester.

For new members, all application paperwork must be received no later than Thursday, July 28th. If all requirements are met, students will be inducted into the Eta Sigma Alpha National Home School Honor Society and are expected at the August meeting. You will receive an email the first week of August with all meeting information. A parent is required to attend the August informational meeting with their student.
